With respect to your Public Records Act request:

1.)  In accordance with the California Trust Act (AB4) and the position of the California State Sheriffs Association, and U. S. District Court case law 
(Miranda-Olivares v. Clackamas County), the Mariposa County Sheriff’s Office Custody Division does not hold or detain persons based exclusively upon a “detainer” or “hold request” issued by the U.S. Department of Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE).
The Mariposa County Sheriff’s Office continues to hold any person(s) pursuant to federal judicial warrants signed by a federal magistrate.
Persons with pending criminal cases will continue to be held upon those charges until such charges are dispositioned and /or jail sentences have been completed.

2.)  The Mariposa County Sheriff’s Office has no process in place to assist the U.S. Department of Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) with any information of any type after the release of any inmate.  That department is, of course, free to make a request for any Public Record at any time, and may make any lawful request for information during the period of any inmate’s incarceration.
